Worship Committee Report
May 2013
The members of the worship committee include Jeanette Booher (usher coordinator), Helen DeLeon, Glenn and Geri Foster, Judy Ford, Diane Kane/Sandy Murphy (Bible by Heart representatives), Kimberly Glaus Läte (committee chair), Chuck Moede (audio visual team coordinator), Nina Moede, Helen Rose Moore (pastoral liaison), and Helen Deleon (associate pastor).
The committee met on May 21, 6:30pm – 8:30pm, in the Meeting Room.  The standing committee meeting occurs on the third Tuesday of each month.
Combined services – there will be three combined services in the summer, taking place on June 16 (10:00am), July 7 (worship in Clear Lake Park, time is TBD), and Sept. 8 (10:00am).  The worship and music team is working out the details for “Worship in the Park”, which is planned as a joint activity with the Fellowship committee.  The worship time is tentatively 10:30am; once audio/visual and music set-up requirements have been worked out, the worship time will be confirmed.  Both Outreach and Communication committees have been informed of this activity.

Report from Audio team – the team is working on audio/visual policies.  The team has discussed support of non-church events and decided that the audio/visual equipment will not be made available for use, making team member involvement in these events a non-issue.  

Report from Music team – the last choir rehearsal is June 5.  The music team is recommending a 10:30am start time for the July 7 service, to provide adequate time for set-up.  The youth musical “Bow Down” is proceeding according to schedule and will be presented this coming Friday and Saturday evenings.  

Safe deposit box access – The Worship committee was asked to provide two signatories on the corporate resolution for access to the safe deposit box at Frost Bank.  The purpose of the box is to store WPC memorabilia in the event of a hurricane.  Kimberly Glaus Läte and Chuck Moede have agreed to support this.

New hymnals – the team discussed how to effectively introduce the new hymnals to the congregation.  The hymnals are projected to arrive in late Fall.  Suggestions include repeating a new hymn each Sunday for a month (to build congregational familiarity), having post-Wednesday night dinner “hymn sings”, and devoting some time during the Sunday School hour for a brief congregational “hymn sing” (for a limited time).  Helen Rose took an action item to contact Adult Education regarding this opportunity and potential impact to Sunday School.

BAYS request for 2013/14 school year – the team discussed the Bay Area Youth Singers request for use of the fellowship hall with piano, as well as the sanctuary, for the upcoming school year.  The choir is expanding to include a girls choir.  The team determined that a joint recommendation with Campus Management should go to session, for approval of the agreement, pending concurrence of Campus Management.  Kimberly took an action item to follow up with Ken Thompson, with the goal of bringing a motion to the May session meeting.
