Member Review Team Process
Member Review Team meets annually to look at WPC members who have not attended or contributed in over two years (this year’s candidates we have not seen since 2013 or before – most have not been here since Mark Cooper left). There are a few more families this year because we did not meet last year since Keith Uffman had just arrived.
Member Review Team looks at the list and takes into consideration if they are college students, have health issues, have been seen at other WPC activities, or other special circumstances.
Once we have identified who we wish to contact about their membership, we ask their deacon to reach out to them by phone and email and we talk to the WPC parents of the grown children (over 25). If we are unable to contact them or get no response, then we send a letter. (In a few cases, we do not even have a valid address to send a letter.)
Member Review Team is asking for Session’s blessing to send letters to these families that we have been unable to contact. We will give these inactive families 6 months to respond and then we will bring the final list of candidates back to Session asking to approve a motion to remove those inactive members from the WPC rolls.

If anyone on Session sees a member on this list that they do not believe should be considered for removal from the rolls, the Member Review Team would prefer to consider that now instead of after we have sent the letters, waited 6 months, and brought a motion to remove.
