The Webster Presbyterian Church (WPC) Session convened a stated meeting of the Session on Tuesday, April 24, 2018, at 7:00 p.m.
Welcome and Call to Order were offered by Moderator Rev. Helen DeLeon.  
A quorum was declared present consisting of the following:

The Session approved the agenda.

The Session received a staff report from Pastor Helen:

· Pastor Helen offered information to the group regarding five grant funds available through Presbytery for which the deadline to apply has been extended to May 31.  Committee chairs were encouraged to investigate the possibility of applying for these funds and reminded the Elders that grant applications must be approved by Session prior to submission.
· Vision Initiative Grants (multiple), for projects that seek to increase the overall membership of the presbytery.
· Lynn Johnson Social Justice Grant is to be used for social justice projects, particularly around the area of inclusion regardless of sexual orientation.
· Peacemaking Grant, for the creative use to manifest the three Peacemaking affirmations.

· Outreach Project Grant, to support and engage local and global mission efforts.
The Session read together the WPC Vision Statement, created and approved by Session in 2013.
Pastor Helen led the Session in an opening devotional based on Acts 9:1-13, the Story of Saul (Paul).  Saul was a strong persecutor of Jesus’s church until he was literally “blinded by the light,” then Ananias “opened his eyes.”  The Elders were encouraged to share who has been the “Ananias” in their lives.

Ruling Elder Kevin Snowden led the Session in an opening prayer.

The Session received the monthly financial report from Stewardship & Finance (S&F) Chair Kevin Snowden, in the absence of Treasurer Jimmy Spivey.   Our income is down $12,000 per month ($36,000 year-to-date) and our expenses are $3000 over.  With summers historically low giving months, this is concerning.

· A sub-group of the S&F Committee will manage the projects list.  They are trying to find a “catchy” name for the group.

· Monies are being moved from other funds that are for the same intended uses as the Capital Campaign project.
The Session heard information from Sandy Dwyer, head of our newly formed Mental Health Ministry Planning Team, on the possibility of Smart Recovery, a mental health counseling group, using our facility to hold meetings.  The group has offered to donate 10% of the collections that they occasional take to WPC to help defray the usage costs.  The request has been passed on to the Campus Management Committee (CMC) for evaluation with regards to our Facility Usage Policy.
The Session approved a motion from the Worship, Arts, and Music (WAM) Committee for the baptism of Jonathan Dupont Kinzler, born February 1, 2018; son of Jennifer and Jeffrey Kinzler; younger brother of Jackson Kinzler; grandson of James and Kim Kinzler and Watson and Stephanie Dupont; and great grandson of Sylvia Kinzler and Joyce Dupont. 

The Session approved a motion from the WAM Committee for the baptism of Sebastian Houg, born August 5, 2002; son of Deena and Kevin Houg; younger brother of Leland Houg and Kendall Houg; grandson of Carol Houg.

The Session approved an amended motion from the S&F Committee for the transfer of the full balance of the following items to the Capital Campaign fund: 8017 Bridal suite ($240) and 8090 Library ($54.09).

After discussion, a motion from the Vision Team was rescinded and will be brought back to Session in May.
Addressing old business, the Session heard a report that due to vacation and family emergencies, the group tasked to consider Calvary Church’s request to rent our Sanctuary for Sunday worship had not met yet, although a meeting was schooled for the end of the same week.  The group will work in conjunction with the CMC on this request.
