The Care Ministries at WPC include the Deacons, the Lay Chaplain, the Health and Well-Being team, and the Senior Ministries.

The Deacons have resumed meeting monthly by Zoom. They have also resumed using triads for immediate care needs. It is a great group of active, caring members. Their monthly meeting minutes can be found in the Session area of Family of Faith.

WPC currently has one active lay chaplain, Bill Dixon. Normally Bill serves weekly at Houston Methodist Clear Lake, but the lay chaplains are on hiatus for the time being.
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The Health and Well-Being team has held 3 “zoom therapy” sessions on Zoom. These are group   discussions including therapists who give suggestions for coping and self-care during these times. The meetings have been recorded and are available on the Family of Faith portion of the WPC website. The team had good participation with their congregational survey on areas of interest for more information. They have made a survey of health accessories available at WPC (wheelchairs, walkers, crutches, etc.)
The 2 outside groups, ReMind and Smart Recovery, are currently unable to use our facilities for their meetings due to the coronavirus. They are continuing to meet at this time by Zoom online meetings.

The Senior Ministries team is on hold due to the coronavirus. The senior lunches always take a break for the summer.
