Visitor’s Report
Earth Care: is recommending that WPC enter into a contract with Covenant Solar LLC to install 107 solar panels on the roof of the Sanctuary.  Motion passes.

Motions: (actual wording of motion) 
· Personnel Team has voted unanimously. Motion: to employ Dr. Richard Kleiman, D.Min. as Parish Associate for Care for 12 months beginning June 12, 2022.  His salary will be 30,000/per annum and he will have 4 weeks vacation and 5 sick days as benefits. In addition, we will pay IRS rates for his mileage to visit with congregants, potential members, and complete his tasks.  Motion carries.
Family Ministries: To appoint Al Strahan to Jessie Kuehner's Christian Education (CE) Certification Reference Group as the person appointed by the Session of Webster Presbyterian Church.   Approved by common consent.
Mask update from campus management team : Make masks optional in the sanctuary, required in narthex.  Continue this policy through May. Motion carries.
Action Items
Mission: Seeking approval for a $1000 grant from Presbytery for our new program, “Touchstones.”  Approved by common consent.
WAM:  Re-start service of communion effective May 1.  3 stations for pickup juice in cups and bread already torn.  Will require 6 elders to serve on the first Sunday of each month (except for July which is Lunar Communion on the Sunday closest to July 20)   
Should we return to passing the plate for offering (will require more ushers), should we put sign in booklets back in the pews rather than having signatures in the narthex for Covid tracking
WAM: WPC hosting a Lunar Communion service for Lunar Rendezvous Festival opening July 17th at 6 pm.    Would like the service to mirror the church service on July 20 1969.  Who has a bulletin from that service?
Coffee House update: 4 Sundays as a trial (dates are not set yet.) Java Owl brings the coffee, Have some space for indoor and outdoor seating.  Gary is bargain shopping for furniture and fixtures.   Created a flexible budget with Java Owl to not go over the $2000 limit.  Bakery Goods will be provided by church members.  9-10, 11-12(one hour before worship and one hour after worship)
