Reports:
· ICM – A summary of services provided to WPC referrals is pending from Leiza Whitecotton.
· Family Promise – Liz Bias is interim director.  Board is doing well.  One family currently in the program, 1 adult w/2 children.  Looking at using WPC as day center, would need to add showers.  Question about ADA compliance if second floor is used – no issue, churches are exempt from ADA. 
· Community Assistance – One inquiry for April, referred to ICM.  Information was provided, as well as food and assistance.  Kathy has received two inquiries already in May, both will be referred to Family Promise.
· WPC Member Assistance – No report.
· McWhirter – Backpacks are coming up this month.  Pat is talking with Diane Kane, Carrie is working on welcome back packs for staff.  
· Change4Change – Kathy will be one of the three adults assisting with collection this month.  Kimberly to ask Anya and Judy Brown.  James suggested that a schedule be set up to identify one adult as a lead for each month.
· Little Free Food Pantry – Dedication will be on Pentecost.  Kathy will take over coordination in April 2024 from Sandy Dwyer.  Water issue:  Kathy to investigate having a drinking fountain that uses a hose as the water source.  Pat suggested having some kind of filtration or have the water sourced directly from the church building.
· Use of WPC facilities by outside groups:  Keith is proposing the concept of WPC campus as a mission asset.  Currently the facility use policy is not workable.  James received a copy of the CLPC facility use fee schedule, WPC will use that as a model.  No action for mission team.

Open Actions:
· Disbursement of OGHS and Pentecost special offerings – Kathy has been working with Pat Forke to get these funds disbursed.  Need a bulletin announcement on May 14 and 21, MfM on May 28.
· Bulletin notice for funds needed to purchase school supplies.  Please give money, the Mission Team will purchase the needed supplies.
· Intergenerational Christian Education/mission-oriented projects to be held in conjunction with 2nd Sunday after worship breakfast.  
· Mother’s Day – write a short note of encouragement to go on the pillowcases to be donated to the Bridge Over Troubled Waters (women and children’s shelter in Pasadena).  Pat to check with Liz for labels to be used for the notes of encouragement.  A table will be set up in the Fellowship Hall, or labels on the tables, Pat will work with Jennifer to set it up.
· Post volunteer opportunities at ICM and other organizations in the Mission section of the bulletin.

· McWhirter communication – Pat attended a panel discussion for Communities in Schools in April.  The WPC partnership is unique, CiS is trying to use it as a model for the other schools.
