Reports:
· Family Promise – Nancy Steger:  FPCC has received a grant to keep families facing eviction in their homes.  WPC’s next hosting week is June 30 – July 6.  Four single parent (mom) families in the program currently.
· Community Assistance – Kathy Dixon:  ICM has been referring folks for assistance, 5 requests were received in April.  Kathy is waiting on a report from the Client Services manager regarding how funds have been spent and what is remaining in the account.
· McWhirter missions – Priscilla Stilwell:  The book fair was a success, 8 volunteers from WPC helped out.  Request is for 51 backpacks for grades K – 5th, Priscilla is meeting with Communities in Schools rep on Tuesday. 
· Change4Change – Kathy Dixon:  collection was May 19, no info on current balance.
· Little Free Food Pantry – Tom Sharon: due to vandalism issues, limited food items are currently being put in the pantry. 
· Love Thy Neighbor homeless initiative – Phyllis Koenig:  WPC collects toiletries, socks, bandanas, hats, shoes, and insect spray.  Next planned distribution of health kits will be June 7th through Loaves and Fishes.  Also will be working with Mercy Tree (local mission); discussed including the Turning Point (Clear Lake) and the Bridge (Pasadena)
· PC (USA) Special Offerings – Pentecost Offering collected 5/19, WPC’s portion will be used to support Vera and Leo Ezhevskya’s mission trip to Belize.  Peace and Global Witness Offering, to be collected on World Communion Sunday, usually the first Sunday in October (10/6/24).
· Mission Trip to Belize – June 30 – July 5, to interact with local children.  Commissioning service on June 23, Anya and Kathy to discuss with WAM committee.

Open Actions:
· WPC Member Assistance – Tom Sharon reported that the pastors have continued to assist individuals, despite having no budget for this purpose.  The pastors have proposed that the Mission Team request a budget line item to provide funds for member care.  The team discussed the concept of an “Angel Program” in which congregational households (“angels”) could be called upon for a financial contribution when the pastors are aware of a congregational member need.  The household being assisted must be on the member rolls.
· April “month of mission” update – no financial report as yet
· New Mission Initiatives policy – Roy Stilwell and Tom Sharon will work on this in June, to include defining policy for pastors’ discretionary fund.
