Before Service begins: Plan to usher every 1st Sunday of the month.  If you are not available for that Sunday, find your replacement from the floaters—Lynn Snowden, Ed Tobia, Jim Young, Janice Edwards or any ordained elder that you know  
· Elders meet in Bridal room 15 minutes before the service.  You will always serve the same rows so that you may begin to make a connection with whoever is seated there.  Sorry, floaters, you will have to learn everyone over the course of time.
Communion:

●  During the hymn before communion, come to the front row of the chancel and be seated in order.
1115 only: Line-up in numerical pairs (1&2, 3&4, 5&6, 7&8) to receive a plate
Odd numbered elders serve to the right, even numbered elders serve to the left

LEARN WHO IS USUALLY SEATED ON YOUR ROW and use their first name.  

When the choir elder has reached his/her spot,  begin serving.

· Offer the Bread with the words, “The Bread of Life.”  If your section is not full, you may start serving the next section from the back.  Elders 1 and 2 serve the people in the narthex and the audio booth.
· Regroup in the Narthex when you are done serving the Bread.  

· Process down center aisle in order after serving the Bread to receive the plates with the wine.

1115 only:  Receive a plate as you process in two lines, then go to your stations upon receiving a plate and follow same procedure as 

                 before.

· Offer the cup with the words, “The Cup of Salvation”.

· Return down center aisle to seats after communion.  Take communion as a group with the pastor and liturgist.
End of service:

· After the service process out behind the Pastors in two rows.  Last elder proceeds out solo.

· A couple of elders need to take the Elements to the Sacristy.

· Elders need to clean up their areas of cups after the service.
