· Devotion and Check-in
Jim blessed us with a devotion from “Strength for Service” a book being sent the Webster Presbyterian “Patriots”.
· Mission Trip to Metairie, LA – An anonymous donation of $1800 was received to support the work team traveling to St. Bernard Parish, LA, in August to assist with houses that were destroyed by hurricane Rita.  The mission committee authorized an additional $500 to be distributed from designated fund account 8153 – Mission Trip– Adult - to cover additional expenses such as food.  Any remaining funds are authorized to be provided to John Calvin Presbyterian Church as a gift.
· Blood Drive – The blood drive held on 6/25/06 was successful.  Approximately 20 folks donated blood.  Our next drive will be on 9/10/06.
· Neighborhood Ministries
· ESL – On 7/9/06 we held our first ESL class in partnership with the Oasis of Hope Church.  Twenty six students attended the first class.  Most of the students were more advanced than our previous classes.  More advanced materials may be needed to support the class.

· Summer Program - D’Ann Leech is supporting the Oasis of Hope summer program at the Capital Estates Apartments.  Additional craft ideas and materials are needed for the students.   We provided craft materials for paper mache masks and some drink mix.
· Military Support – Packages were assembled for delivery to approximately 10 service men associated with WPC.  The packages included a unique devotional booklet.  The booklet will also be provided to the servicemen’s families so that they can coordinate a regular devotional with their loved one.  The same passage/section can be used by both the service man and his family at the same time each day.  The booklet was the result of an Eagle Scout project.  It was based on a WW II booklet and updated by the scout for modern times.   Also included in the package were many useful items such as thick socks, phone cards, treats, gold bond powder etc. 

· New Mission Bulletin Board – A new mission bulletin board has been installed!  It is located in a bright spot across from the library, on the wall next to the Japanese garden.   We will post mission-related items on this bulletin board.
· Mission Month - Mission month is scheduled to begin on 9/10 and end on 10/1 in conjunction with World Communion Sunday.   This is the day that we receive the Peacemaking Offering.  We will need to determine when our Mission Sunday School class will start. 
· Our Missionary – Our member, Vicki Smith is an official Presbyterian Missionary.  She will serve in Jamaica.  She will need to raise $48,000 to fund her activities for 2 years. (Vicki actually needs to raise half of this plus 10% - $26,400 prior to her departure in January. ) The mission committee authorized supporting Vicki with $2000 from our budget.  We will take a motion forward to session to authorize investigating raffling a quilt to provide Vicki with additional funds.  The quilt would be assembled by church members in support of Vicki.
