· A health ministry such as a senior’s ministry or addiction support (6)
· Annual peacemaking scholarships to Presbyterian sponsored  peacemaking conferences at Montreat, for example. (4)
· Christmas International House – providing housing and entertainment for foreign students who can’t return home during the Christmas break (8)

· Making meals for Bay Area Turning Point as they remodel their kitchen (6)
