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The Care Ministry of Webster Presbyterian Church is made up of the Deacon Board, Prayer Chain, and the Stephen Ministry.

Deacon Board
The Deacon Board held its monthly meeting on Thursday, November 1.  The deacons continue to provide ministry to individuals and families of WPC.  They work tirelessly to establish and nurture relationships with each of the families within their respective zones.  In addition to serving their families, the Deacon Board has several committees:  Immediate Care, Young-at-Heart, Communications, Social, Community Service, and Transportation.

The Immediate Care Committee provided a reception for the Attmore family following the memorial service for Carrie Attmore in November.  The Young-at-Heart Committee has arranged monthly outings for members and their friends throughout 2007, the Communications Committee has helped keep the WPC community advised of Deacon Board activities, the Social Committee has provided opportunities for the deacons to fellowship with one another.  The Community Service Committee provides and maintains baskets of personal care items for those who have family members in the ICU at St. John’s Hospital.  The Transportation Committee arranges emergency transportation for members who need rides to doctors’ appointments, etc.
Prayer Chain
The Prayer Chain is administered by a three-person Leadership Team.  Each person serves a three-year term, with each term set up on a rotational basis.  The 2007 Team consists of Alberta Rohlfing, Chair; Mary Goeckler, and Jeanne Camp.  Alberta Rohlfing will roll off the Team in 2008.  Mary Goeckler will serve as Team Chair in 2008, and Jackie Hart will join the Team for the 2008-2010 term.  The Chain is in the process of reorganizing for 2008.
Stephen Ministry
The Stephen Ministry has been in a re-building mode for two years.  In 2006, two leaders participated in leadership training, along with Pastor Helen DeLeon.  The Leadership Team has been busy recruiting new Stephen Ministers and organizing training sessions.  Four Stephen Minister trainees will begin training in 2008.  In addition to these, a few of our previous Stephen Ministers will participate in some sessions of the training to refresh their skills.  WPC should be ready to offer Stephen Ministry services to its members by late Spring/early Summer 2008.

New Ministry
Pastor Helen DeLeon is working with a few members who are interested in providing ongoing support for military veterans and their families.  While the WPC Patriots, through the Mission Committee, have been providing support for military personnel serving in Iraq or Afghanistan.  This initiative is intended for those who have served and are returning home.  Approximately five people have attended preliminary training events, and it is hoped that several will attend an intensive training event in 2008 to learn how to help care for the spiritual/emotional needs of those returning veterans and their families, especially those experiencing PTSD.  In addition, four WPC members and Pastor Helen participated in the Houston Freedom Fest on Sunday, November 11.  They passed out bottles of water with stickers displaying WPC’s logo and contact information, along with visitor brochures.  Contact was made with many families at this event.
