Buildings and Grounds Report

November 27, 2007

The B&G committee did not meet during the month of November but a workday was scheduled for Saturday, November 17 in order to complete some higher priority maintenance and repair tasks. Several WPC members volunteered their time and energy toward completion of the selected tasks. Their efforts were greatly appreciated.
Summary of Tasks Performed for September:
1. The sprinkler headers laying along the Fellowship Hall were disassembled and placed in storage in the HVAC yard along the Sanctuary.
2. Flower and shrub maintenance continued to be performed on beds in and around Sanctuary, Admin and CE building, and Fellowship Hall.  New mulch was distributed to flower beds between the Sanctuary and Fellowship Hall.  Trees and shrubs were trimmed around new property.
3. Lawn care continued on all grounds including the new property.
4. Fence around refuse area was repaired.
5. Several items from the garage on the new property were removed and discarded.
6. Emergency and Fire lane area along parking near Sanctuary was painted and new handicapped reserved signs were installed.

7. All overhead lighting in Bouton Hall was replaced with higher intensity and whiter fluorescent  bulbs.

8. Concrete work was completed on two areas of sidewalk along Fellowship Hall and also on walkway area between entrances to Admin Bldg and Fellowship Hall.

9. Installed new tiles over 40% of dropped ceiling in Bouton Hall.

10. Installed new book shelves in choir robe room.

11. Installed framing around several windows in downstairs and upstairs rooms CE wing.
12. Energize floor sockets in Fellowship Hall.

13. Meeting was reset to meet Carlson Roofing to address roof leaks in gallery and Bouton Hall areas in Admin building. However, it appears that the most of apparent leaks are a result of “sweating” from the duct system that lies just above the dropped ceiling.
Future Near Term Projects:
1. Meet with General Contractor for Sanctuary (Wycoff construction) to address cracks in stucco siding of Sanctuary that are apparent source of ceiling leaks in junction area between narthex and Sanctuary.
2. Get approval for A/C vendor to replace the condensing unit for the Kitchen Side  A/C unit in the Fellowship Hall.  Electrical contractor will install the 3 phase disconnect for the new unit
3. Complete replacement of new ceiling tiles in Bouton Hall.

4. Replace and paint wooden doors on mechanical room on end of CE wing. 

The next committee meeting is tentatively scheduled for Wednesday December 19 , 2007.
