Adult Ministry Committee Minutes

November 12, 2009
The meeting was opened with prayer.  Attending were Rev. Helen DeLeon (Associate Pastor). Jane Markley (Covenant Groups), Kaylin Dupree (Library), and John Dewey (Elder).  Also attending were Pat Hunter and Coco Motley, representing Women’s Ministry. 

Library

The Library committee continues with their work in organizing our library.  The committee has added approximately 300 items to the library. The need for a computer for the library was discussed and Kaylin briefed the committee on her progress in this area.  The committee agreed on the requirements and felt that it would probably be early 2010 before they were ready to make a purchase. 
Sunday School

John & Helen reviewed the Sunday School plans for the Advent Season and reported on the work that the Sunday School committee has made in preparations for the Winter/Lent/Spring terms.  The curriculum have been agreed upon by the committee, as well as, the proposed leaders.  At the next meeting of the Sunday School committee (which will be in January) the agenda will include preparations for the Summer program. 

There will be two classes for the Advent Season, starting on Nov. 29.  The first class is a book by James Moore, entitled “What Do You Want for Christmas”.  The book explores this question from a spiritual/faith perspective.  Mary Lawrence will lead this class.  James Moore is a very popular author with both the Sunday School and Bible Study classes.  The committee has reviewed and approved this class.  The second class is called “Advent Conspiracy: Christmas Was Meant to Change the World”.  The venue of the class is study guide and DVD.  Participants are invitited to worship Christ more meaningfully this Christmas by giving relationally to family, friends and those most in need.  Through the DVD, Pastors Rick McKinley and Chris Seay lead the journey by substituting compassion for consumption.  Rick McKinley is from the Houston Community church.  John and Helen will lead this class.  Since this is a new curriculum and new authors, Helen and John briefed the committee on the curriculum and asked for their approval for use.  The committee agreed and John said he would report this to the Session.

The Parenting Class has been included as one of the three Adult Sunday School classes being offered on Sunday Morning.  This was done in order to correctly collect the Adult attendance at Sunday School classes.  The committee agreed that John should coordinate with Children’s Ministry to confirm that they are responsible for budgeting for the class and curriculum coordination.  

Bible Studies

 The Morning Break Bible Study have decided to also use the James Moore book, “What Do you Want For Christmas”, as their advent study.  Since it had already been approved for the Sunday School class, the committee approved it also for use with the Bible Study group.

Covenant Groups

The Covenant Groups are continuing well and there is possible interest in an additional group.

Women’s Ministry

Pat and Coco discussed with the committee the need to have better visibility, for the Women’s Retreat, on the Adult committee and within the Adult budget.  The Women’s Retreat has always been a very popular event and especially important for the Adult Christian Ministry.  In the past Helen has always been the Spokesperson for the Women’s Ministry, on the Adult Ministry committee.  The committee agreed for the need of a separate representative for the Women’s Ministry on the committee and initially that person should come from the Women’s Retreat committee.  Following the committee meeting, Elizabeth Stoltz agreed to be that representative.  Also, John agreed to talk with Pat Koester about establishing a separate line item in the Adult budget that would be titled Women’s ministry.  

Other Discussion

John and Helen briefed the committee on the plans for the Intergenerational Breakfast planned for December 27, during the Sunday School hour.  The food will be provided by volunteers from the Children, Youth and Adult programs.  Final plans will be made at the Christian Nurture Meeting. 

On January 3 there will be a New Year Fellowship breakfast, during the Sunday School hour.  This breakfast will be prepared by Ed Boyer and his helpers.  Part of the program will be discussion of the Adult programs that are upcoming for the new year.  Helen advised that each of the Adult groups need to have their material to her by December 16 in order to be coordinated within the document that will be provided during the breakfast.

Ed Tobia has agreed assume leadership of the Adult Sunday School Committee.  John will remain on the committee as a member.  Since Elizabeth has offered to be the representative for the Women’s Ministry, both she and Ed will be added to the distribution of communications for Adult Christian Minsitry.
The meeting was closed with prayer.  There will be no meeting in December and the next meeting is scheduled for January 14, 2010.
