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Our deacon board consists of twenty members with each deacon sheparding one  particular geographical zone. Their responsibility to their zone members is to keep in contact with them either by phone, e-mail, mail, or personal visit. They especially help the families during times of crisis such as illness or death. Their duty includes but is not limited to hospital visits, providing meals and arranging transportation to medical appointments. This year we have had a number of our congregation experiencing illnesses and our deacons have  responded admirably. Last month we assisted other church members in moving one member of our congregation from his home into an apartment.





Twice this year we collected and assembled bags full of comfort care items for families of ICU patients at Methodist St. John  Hospital. Each week a deacon takes two of these bags to the waiting room at the hospital. Our deacons report that this is a very rewarding community activity and the visitors in the waiting room express appreciation for these items.





Our transportation committee organizes and oversees transportation for several of our church members to worship every week. This is a valuable service for those members who are unable to drive themselves to worship.





This year we organized and carried out seven memorial receptions for deceased members of our congregation. We strive to make each reception personal by conferring with the family as to their wishes.





Every week we prepare the communion elements for the First Light Service and once a month for the second service.





2014 has been a busy and productive year for our deacon board. We have worked together well as a team in caring for our congregation. I am humbled to have been able to serve as moderator for this wonderful group of deacons.
