Devotion
· The meeting was opened with a devotion. 
· Our host, Theresa Graham, ICM Director of Community Resources, gave us a tour of the ICM facility and briefed us on how ICM supports our community.   
· James Kinzler led a discussion on how we can better connect with youth mission.  We would like to foster coordination and cooperation between youth and adult mission. Carl will act as mission committee liaison to facilitate communication between the groups. A challenge for the committee is to engage people in mission with a goal to have a congregation united in mission.  

James briefed us on past and future youth mission trips and how the trips generally rotate through different missions and locales.  Some trips may be to conferences with a goal of helping the youth grow in faith.  The youth are deciding what mission to support this year.   

· Missionary Report

A quote of $1906.00 was received for a shipment to Jamaica of a shrink-wrapped pallet of excess supplies donated by the children’s education committee.  ($650 lbs, 197 cubic ft).  The rate includes pick up from the church, lift-gate pickup w/ pallet jack, inland freight to port, 1 hour waiting time at the port of departure to off-load freight, origin port handling, ocean freight to Jamaica, normal customs clearance, delivery to Iona Preparatory School, unloading, and transportation documentation.  ICM has pallets that we might be able to use along with some study boxes from donated school supplies.  Kimberly mentioned that she knows how to shrink wrap a pallet.
Dennis Smith, a missionary who has served in Guatemala for 30 years, will be with us on 10/7.  He will teach a Sunday School class and preach.  Dennis will teach a workshop at the Focus Conference and participate in an activity with Clear Lake Pres.  We will be taking Dennis to lunch after church on 10/7.

Helen discussed the Bridges to Healing Workshop.  This 3 hour workshop addresses ways that churches can help support returning troops and their families.  We would like to have some lay endorsement and participation.

· Blood Drive

We had 15 donors at our last blood drive.  The next blood drive is 12/2.  
· Peacemaking Offering

The Peacemaking Offering will be received on 10/7/07, World Communion Sunday.   We will not have envelopes for the offering.  The minute-for- mission will give the congregation instructions on how to designate an offering.  Edna will give the 8:30 minute for mission and Kimberly will find another volunteer for the 11:00 service.  WPC will retain 25% of the offering to be donated to the CEDEPCA Woman’s Ministry program recommended by Dennis Smith.

· Crop Walk

The Crop Walk will occur on 10/7 at 3:00pm at Clear Lake Park.  Since the WPC youth have a conflict at that time, they held a successful informal walk on 9/30 at 6:00pm.  About half a dozen churches will be walking this year including St. Clare’s, St. Bernadette’s, Bay Area Unitarian Universalist, and Clear Lake Pres.   Non-perishable food and personal items will be collected for donation to ICM. 
· Christmas International House

The WPC Christmas International House committee has requested 15 students be sent to us during the Christmas season (5 guys, 8 girls, 1 couple).  Three host families have already been identified. Two weeks of activities have been planned for the students.  Christmas stockings will be provided to the students so we will be collecting stocking stuffers.  A list will be generated and included in the bulletin.   Christmas cards are on sale in the Narthex.  Minutes for mission and bulletin announcements will be coordinated with Shannon in the office.

Judy Ota and Terrell McMillan are coordinating our Gifts of Joy project.  Activities are progressing as planned.
· ICM Christmas Store
