Fellowship Committee Meeting

Monday, October 12, 2009

The fellowship committee met in the Fellowship hall kitchen at 10:00 a.m. Those in attendance were: Carol Young, Carole Kloves, Jennifer Carr, pastor liaison Pastor Helen DeLeon and Chair, Joan McMillan.  Absent members: Nancy Spivey, Dana Strahan and Lois Phillips.
Joan opened the meeting with a prayer from “Prayers for Women’s Meetings.” 

The following items were discussed:

Joan McMillan expressed her desire to step down as Chair of the Fellowship Committee.  Jennifer Carr, with the Committee’s concurrence, agreed to serve as Chair.  In the meantime, Joan will continue on the committee and as the Elder representing Fellowship on Session.

Table Top Brigade: New date will be April 17, 2009.  Jennifer to ask CoCo for contact info on Kathleen Davies(Women’s Retreat)as a speaker for the event.  Need to find out availability, cost, etc.  We need a chairperson by January.  So far, no one wants to do this.  Possible names to contact are Lisa Haws – Joan, CoCo Motley – Jennifer, Donna Magnant - Carole Kloves and Linda McDonald – Lois Phillips.  Joan has already contacted Lisa and we are waiting on an answer from her before anyone else is contacted.   
Women’s Retreat deficit: Jennifer to talk to Coco Motley about giving the excess funds in the shrimp boil designated account to help cover the deficit in the Women’s Retreat designated fund.  Jennifer will also talk to Mike Stearns.  
Since the meeting, Jennifer has talked with Stewardship & Finance about this and was told that we could transfer an amount to help lower the deficit in the Women’s Retreat designated fund.  S&F said it was not necessary to bring this to Session for a decision.  
Stewardship Luncheon: Jennifer and Mike Stearns had a conversation about “plan C” for the luncheon.  Since we are meeting with some resistance on earlier plans, Mike & Jennifer came up with the idea for each member of Session to contribute $15 and Fellowship would then buy the groceries and get a team together to cook what little needs to be cooked.  We need to make sure in 2010 that Stewardship & Finance remains the “voice” of the event with Fellowship contributing advice about meal portions.  
Randy Moore and his crew will be setting up the tables & chairs on Saturday Oct 17.  Committees can then begin to set their own tables as assigned.  We will send an email out letting folks know that tablecloths will be available to use, but please take them home and clean them and bring them back to the church.

Jennifer and Nancy will head team that is cooking and will get volunteers to prep.

Lunch(hot dogs, chips, fruit and cookies) will be provided in Bouton Hall for the children and child care will be available during the meeting.

Shrimp Boil: September 2010.  No more hauling tables and chairs!!  Check into the cost of using the pavilion on the lake(tables and chairs already there, it is covered and restrooms are available.)
Wednesday Night Thanksgiving Dinner: This will take place on Wednesday November 18 from 5:30PM to 7PM in the Fellowship Hall.  We can rent a proofing(warming) cabinet from One Stop Party Shop for $180.00(delivered) and put all the food in the cabinet and roll it over to the Fellowship Hall.  This will allow us to keep and serve the food hot.  We do not have the facilities in the Fellowship Hall to keep things warm and we have outgrown Bouton Hall as a space to have this.  This event usually has 125+ attending and if past years are any indication, we think it will be bigger this year.  We have a cooking team to cook and will ask members attending to bring their favorite dessert to share.
Wholy Grounds:  Beginning October 25th, one Sunday we will have “Hot Shot Sunday”.  Specialty drinks to be served like lattes, cappuccinos and hot chocolate after both services.  From 9:30 to 10:30 and for 30 minutes after second service.  Still need volunteers to clean up after second service.
