· Proceeds from our 2010-2011 program will be split as follows: first $500 to the Women’s Retreat, earmarked to assist retreat’s speaker’s cost, with any additional returned funds are then placed in the General Operating Fund.

	Library
	Committee has looked at different software packages to install on the computer to catalogue all of the books.  As well as a scanner to assist with automatic entry of book information based on ISBN.  Committee endorses purchasing Church Library Organizer software, scanner for data input, various library supplies using the designated fund #8090 to cover these costs.   The total targeted cost for these items is $735.   The overrun beyond the designated fund (approximately $700) will be covered by the committee budget.

	No new input.   All groups progressing well.   Morning Break group nearing completion on their study.

	Women’s Group
	Keynote speaker, Rev. Anne Beall, presented an inspiring and engaging message titled “Breathing in, breathing out” to 40 women from WPC.  Retreat was held at Camp Allen.   

	Adult SS
	New study tarting on Oct. 24th with Rev. Steve Spidell speaking on ecology theology, seeing God’s presence in the world.   Study on Amos and Hosea also continues.   Both run up to Advent.   Two Advent themed programs begin on Nov. 28th.   Young adult class still targeting to begin at the first of the year; more information provided at later session meeting.  Interest has also been raised about starting an adult class based on lectionary readings.     



The committee favorably reviewed a suggestion presented by the Women’s Ministry for participating in Kroger’s Neighbor-to-neighbor program as a fund raiser.  The primary objective is to underwrite a portion of the speaker’s fees for the annual Women’s Retreat.  The first $500 dollars returned to WPC from this program would be earmarked to a designated fund for this purpose; any funds over $500 would be deposited into the General Operating Account.  Once WPC is enrolled, congregants would have the opportunity to voluntarily enroll their existing or new Kroger card in the program, designated to WPC.   Donna Magnant will coordinate this proposal once approved by session.  See motion outlined above.
