Greetings fellow elders.  As most of you know, the Communications Committee (CC) has been trying, for the last couple of years, to complete a project of having informational brochures for all ministries within WPC.  This has proven to be a very slow process.  The few we have been able to complete have been well received.  Now for the rest! 
 In order to help guide the process along, the members of the CC have devised a simple outline.  If you or someone of your choosing could complete the outline to the best of your ability and then return it to me, I will forward it to our Brochures team for completion of a draft brochure.  The draft brochure will then be given to you for your approval and/or changes.  Once you are satisfied with the final product, we will print them.  Since we are doing in-house printing, we will only print a relatively small quantity which will enable us to make any necessary changes along the way in a fiscally responsible way.  
For those session committees that have “sub” committees or teams, you may  choose to do a single brochure that lists your teams or you may have separate brochures for individual ministries, i.e., Senior Ministries has a separate brochure from their main committee which is Adult Education.   Please complete the following outline and send it to me, Joan McMillan at dogsrfun@juno.com by November 13th.  You do not have to format it any way – just give us the information to format for you. We are trying to make it as easy as we can and are willing to help whenever needed.

A standard tri-fold brochure will have the information you provide on 4 ½  pages. The other 1 ½ pages will contain: (a) the title page which is a picture of our main stained glass window with your ministry name and a bible verse of your choosing; (b) the center back which will have the church logo, address, pastors and other pertinent information. 

The Visitor’s Brochure has a word count of about 850 words – not counting paragraph titles.  The Children’s ministry has approximately 685 words.  This does not include the front or the address portion.  You can adjust your word count to include less in order to have more pictures and graphics.  500-700 words are optimum.    Too wordy and your target audience will not read it!  Below, you will see a picture of the Children’s brochure to help you understand the way in which your brochure will be laid out.  Again – please DO NOT try to format a brochure – just give us the information and we will do this work for you!
The entire Communications Committee appreciates the work you will have to do to complete this project with us. We hope visitors to our church can find one of our ministries to which they will be drawn after seeing what we do.

Milestones Ministry is a powerful way to engage
members of all ages and stages of life in nurturing
their faith and spiritual growth.

Sunday School

Worship & Music

This Reformed service includes liturgy written by
the Sunday school classes and Children’s Chapel, a
musical message by the children’s choir and music
from the hand bells.

Children in grades first through fifth will want to
join us for fellowship, prayer and games every
Wednesday night! We begin each evening by
sharing about the week’s events. We pray together
and enjoy guided group games and activities.

We're committed to our families by providing
family service projects, fellowship events and
workshops for parents. On Sunday mornings we
offer a Parenting Class as well as a “Mommy,
Daddy & ME” class for parents with infants and
toddlers to learn, sing and pray together.
