Report from the Interim Pastor Nominating Committee

In the days preceding this meeting, Interim Pastor Nominating Committee chair Carl Allen emailed five documents to the session for their review:

· WPC Interim Church Information Form (adopted by Session)

· Reverend Moore’s Personal Information Form

· Sermon by Reverend Moore

· Draft Job Description (from WPC Church Information Form; final Job Description to be negotiated by Personnel Committee)

· Draft Interim Pastor Presbytery Committee on Ministry Compensation Report (tentatively accepted by Reverend Moore)

Elder Allen briefly reviewed the Interim Pastor Nomination process and introduced the following motion:

The Interim Pastor Nominating Committee moves that the Session call Reverend Helen Rose Moore as Interim Senior Pastor / Head of Staff under the following conditions:  one-year contract (renewable) starting January 1, 2013.

Following questions asked and answered as well as in-depth discussion regarding the structure of the Terms of Call, it was moved and seconded that the proposed motion be approved.  An amendment was offered to change the compensation package to be consistent with that of the most recent senior pastor/head of staff.  The amendment failed and the motion passed with one elder abstaining.
The business of this Called Meeting being completed, the Session voted to adjourn.  The meeting was closed with prayer.
