Children’s Ministry Team Status - 10/22/2013
1. Child Care Staff:  Kristen Bonfiglio is on maternity leave.  Elizabeth Owens & Tiffany Gossett will return to child care staff while Kristin is out.
2. Wednesday Night Activities: Attendance on Wed nights has been high, averaging 12-13 kids. Children's choir seems to be the anchoring activity.  The activities also include a short worship service and a "Sunday School" like Bible lesson as well as activities after choir practice.  This time had also been used to practice for Children’s Sabbath.  Linda Smith-Gregory has been leading the Wednesday night activities. 
3. Children’s Chapel: Children's chapel attendance high, averaging 12-13 kids. 
4. Sunday School:  Attendance has remained low to-date – approximately ½  of the Wednesday night and Children’s Chapel attendance.  Children's Christmas musical will again include Sunday school kids this year like we did last year. Geri will come to Sunday school & teach the music. This was a great experience for all last year & we look to repeat it again this year.
5. Active Parenting: The Active Parenting Class has pulled in up to six parents.  The group has discussed the use of a curriculum but also has continued to discuss a suite of topics that affect how current parents in the WPC family balance the interactions between, home, school, family, and church.  
6. Adult Ministry Interaction: The Children’s Ministry Elder provided a detailed proposal to the Adult Ministry Planning meeting to have a series of single Sunday school lessons covering life stories (that would include some special needs families) among other topics and ideas.  Unfortunately other WPC duties prevented the CMT elder from attending this critical AMT meeting.  
7. Children’s Sabbath: The children and the adult supporters provided the leadership at both services for Children’s Sabbath.  The children participated in all aspects of the service including prayer and communion.  This activity was also supported with a Saturday practice.    
8. A Nurture Team retreat was held September 29, 2013, which included the Adult, Youth, and Children Ministry teams.  A range of topics were discussed including synchronizing the themes of the activities of the teams for major Liturgical seasons, specific Advent themes, single service Sunday’s, interactions with Outreach and Communications, and the use of current technologies to extend the reach of the Church.  
9. There was no CMT meeting this month due to other activities.  The CMT is still planning to hold the current third Wednesday night meetings time to interact with parents who are only available at that time.  However, a second meeting time, which will utilize current technologies (such as conference calls and virtual meetings) is planned to expand the scope of available inputs.  The CMT is still looking for the useful technologies and the second CMT meeting planned for October 2013 has occurred as of this report.     
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
