The Family Ministry and the WAM teams held a joint meeting on Sunday, September 29, 2019.
The FM Team also decided to schedule recurring, monthly meetings, on the third Sunday of each month, from 12-1:30pm.  The most recent FM meeting was 10/20.  The next FM meeting is schuedled for 11/17.

The joint team agreed to schedule the Godly Play service on Christmas Eve, starting at 5pm.  The FM Team, the WAM Team, and Melinda have started to build a service schedule for that event.  Melinda will arrange a simple part for young folks who show for the first time.  Also, Melinda will coordinate with the parents of the children who may have more significant parts, to confirm their availability.  Additionally, there will be Nursery available on Christmas Eve (as is typical).

The WAM Team is planning the Holiday Cantata on 12/15 and they have incorporated a segment to discuss the cantata with the children and hand out a workbook to follow along with the projectors.  The children will remain for the entire service and not be able to practice Godly Play this Sunday (Melinda is OK with this plan).
 
We kicked off our Acolyte program on 10/6 (World Communion), with Vierra and Leo carrying bread and a cup before service.  Additionally, Vierra, Leo, Miya and Heyden all were fitted for robes and all practiced proceeding in, lighting candles,and snuffing them out, all inside the main sanctuary.  We are targeting having Acoyltes light candles on 10/27 (Kirkin’ O’ the Tartans), again in Novemebr, and during Advent.  Additionally, we will continue to have youth bring in elements for Communion Sundays.  
 
The Family Ministry team has provided a list of youth names to Patty Eng for periodic scheduling to read closing prayer. The first youth closing pray occurred 10/20, with Leo doing a great job.  Patty coordinated with him for a few minutes ahead of time.  Julie will provide an updated contact list for youth, so that Patty can continue to schedule youth blessings in the future.

The FM and WAM teams also introduced a new monthly program to sing a simple children’s song during Children’s Time each Sunday.  The first Sunday will be used to teach the song to the children and the rest of the month will include singing the song at the end of the normal Children’s Time.  This will bring songs into the Children’s Time experience, without requiring outside practice from Children.  The congregation is also invited to join in singing, to help lead the children.
 
The joint team also discussed the option to include youth being able to sing with Adult Choir.  All were in favor if youth can commit ~1 month of Choir Practice (even just a single youth).  It was also mentioned that the 4 Choir Scholars are a great resource to mentor any youth considering Music studies.

· The first grandparent meeting was scheduled for 10/23 at 6:30pm, immediately following Wed Night Dinner.  The agenda includes: sharing FM plans and events, asking for feedback/input, a possible survey, and a simple handout with upcoming opportunities to bring grandchildren.
· A Trunk or Treat event is schuedled for 10/27 from 5-7pm.  This will be the youth/family event at WPC for the Halloween season.
