Visual Arts Ministry   Considerations for future programs, in no particular order,
Every idea should address the question s “How does it further the kingdom of God?”  “Does it fit our mission statement?”

The Visual Arts Ministry has been around for 6 years.  We have focused on 3 areas: the display of art work in the sanctuary that may be secular but addresses a spiritual theme (labeled SHOW), the opportunity for artists and members of our congregation to share common concerns about the theme or to learn about art techniques or forms (labeled TALK), workshops about how to create art.  During the pandemic, ArtTalks and ArtDos were suspended completed.  We have produced 2 virtual or digital shows,  a stations of the cross video that could be viewed online during Lent and a current show “This is my Father’s World.”

SHOW Continue providing display space for art that is juried around a theme—
install additional hanging space and lighting  throughout the campus, have the “galleries” open during the week for community viewing*

DO Produce art for chancel – paraments for World Wide Communion, banners for the remaining 4 great aims of the church

SHOW Digital art shows (like the stations of the cross) out to a wider audience

DO Artists prepare tableau for chancel table that relates to the sermon topic

DO Artists in residence* for a 3 month period, teach art lessons in their “studio” for pay, Jury them in, scholarships available for those that can’t    Trade studio space for lessons
Come this month if you want to learn watercolor, sculpture, photography

DO Produce religious art for others to sell; notecards, crosses, advent wreaths, 
Produce art as mission—cards, cups, blankets, pillow cases*
Produce art as part of worship

DO After school programs for kids—explore their talent; would have to have paid staff
Anytime programs for seniors—Have a “come as you art” room for anyone to bring their own projects and just be together as artists
Or a time when people with similar interests come together to produce art—ie Happy Hookers, Sewing Circle

DO Activity time for eldercare, art therapy (combined with Health and Wellness)

DO Evening lessons for parents in the community, provide childcare

TALK Movie Nights   Book study groups*

SHOW, TALK Grand opening for the Hubble paintings,  the tangle of art and science,  travel with them , combine it with a way to share the story of communion on the moon, God as the CREATOR of ALL
Sell some of them, or print and sell the book as a way to generate income

DO,TALK  Create low-rent studio space   Kiln, pottery wheels, looms, light tables, etc

Start a new committee bigger than this church—CIVA or ACT—to do artcrawls, public displays    This organization will provide funding, legal support, artist mailing lists  Currently participating in an online discussion of recruiting patrons of the arts
Currently working with University Baptist Church’s Illumination Arts Ministry  That church has decided to focus on 3 opportunities to produce art as mission.  Our members will be invited to participate as a DO
November 16, 2021 -- Everyone is invited to join us to create fun Knot Fleece Blankets which will donate to the Bridge.  We would ask everyone to bring two different 1 yard pieces of fleece which would be kid appropriate.  We would like people to sign up ahead of time for the meeting so we have a head count.  (Fleece is on sale at Joann's in October - people can donate the fleece even if they are not able to attend the meeting)

February 15, 2022 - Everyone is invited to join us to create a mixed media greeting card which  we will donate to an area Elderly Living facility.  We would like everyone to sign up ahead of time for the meeting so we can have  a head count.

April 19, 2022 - Everyone is invited to join us to create earrings.  Create one pair for yourself and another pair to donate to The Bridge.  This event will cost $20.00 .  We will need a headcount.



SHOW  Open gallery of their own arts and crafts
SHOW children’s arts (special needs students from FISD)

The most urgent need is SAFE STORAGE for the art that we own, bottom floor workspace
