3. Vision Grant and motion   We will get the info from the sound engineer on Friday to be incorporated into the document.  Will take motion to Session next Tuesday.  
Motion: Worship Arts and Music Team proposes that WPC will submit a vision grant to the Presbytery of New Covenant prior to October 31, 2023 for conducting a sound study  in the sanctuary/fellowship hall to specifically address issues related to acoustics, and an improved worship experience.  
Rationale: Having two venues for worship and SFTA performances encourages non-members to “get to know” who we are and thereby grow this worshipping community.
Impact:

Motion:  WAM proposes that the current fellowship hall be renamed to the Seubold Sanctuary during the 130th birthday celebration.
Rationale:  This honors the long commitment of women leaders in this church, and acknowledges the sanctity of the space.  Renaming the sanctuary is an opportunity to “advertise” WPC’s long history and the vision statement.
Impact:  What would a nice plaque and signage cost?

4.Budget   Pay Tom, Richard, Dan, Mary in the interim period (There is a place in the budget for pulpit supply)  19 Worship events  between Dec 17 and Easter
New line item for SFTA/exchange funds  New initiative 3 years of support $5000 per year
