General rules:

· Use database KCMi805/DB10A.   On computer DB10.  Do not use userid “centra”.  If you need branches, let Nasir know.

· Make sure you are in the proper configuration as dictated for allocation 6 in the installation guide.  (Tomcat, JDK, browsers, etc.)

· Try everything in both browsers

· Empty and check your Tomcat log files often.  If something is silently throwing we need to know.

· Turn up the sensitivity in your browser for JavaScript warnings.  We don’t want to ignore those.

For each component you are testing, fill in the column in the table on page two.

Instructions for testing:

A = Requirements / Use Cases:

· Are they right?  

· Are they the new simple requirements? (not the old type of requirements with the data model stuff in them)?

· For each requirement, is the attribute “Requirement Status” set to “Released”?

B = UI Design document

· Is it right?

· Is it the new type of UI Design document?

C = Level One sequence diagrams

D = Level Two sequence diagrams

E = Component diagrams

F = XSD

- Does the XML produced match the XSD

G = HTML in JSPs

- For each JSP component in the subsystem you are testing, Is there any HTML in any JSP?

H = Taglibs

- Is there enough usage of taglibs?  Could it be taglib’d more?

I = Error Messages

· Make the components produce error messages.  Do they conform to the requirements?  

· You might have to go into Judy’s data model requirements here.

J=Junit tests

· Are they adequate?

K=Number of Junit tests

L=Componentization

· Write an HTML page to call the component(s) with query string parameters

· Could it be fully used via QSP?

M=TABS !!

· Copy the executable “looktabs.exe” from \\Warroom2\users\denwae to your jsp, xsl and taglib folder.

· For each file in the component, enter looktabs <fn> where <fn> is the filename.
