Here is the design for WPC's new logo that was selected by the Communications Team for your approval.  We believe that it meets the criteria of good design, is unique to WPC, and meaningful in that it is based on our gorgeous stained glass chancel window.

Simple - The cross representing Christ, the heart representing love and caring, and the moon representing our special relationship with space.

Practical - Because of it's simplicity the small black and white reproduction looks good on letterhead and as a trademark on our brochures.  It can be enlarged and colored to use on our home page, tee shirts, etc.

Timeless Relevance - The design is not trendy, but timeless since it is based on the focal point of our sanctuary.

The Communications Team examined quite a few submissions. Concepts included space shuttle, heart and cross, descending dove, initials and rice farmers.  India Allen came up with the idea of using the chancel window, but the team objected to the sickle moon as it is an Islamic symbol.  Therefore, we just reversed the window design.  We hope this meets with your approval.
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
