From last week’s meeting with Webster IPNC, the following questions were lifted up.  We need to provide the committee response to the questions.

 

1.       Does COM approve the CIF that will be used for the interim position at Webster? - Yes
a.      If so, what is the approval process?   Session approves the CIF and forwards to Sharon Darden (sdarden@pbyofnewcovenant.org)    Sharon will see to it that it gets approved by the Calls/Contracts Committee.
2.      How does the CIF get circulated?  In Presbytery?  In PCUSA?  It would get posted on the PCUSA website (Church Leadership Connection)and would be circulated within the presbytery.
3.      If a candidate is from outside the Presbytery, what is the approval process?

a.      What is the sequence of steps? 

· When the Interim Pastor Nominating Committee is down to their final 2 or 3 candidates, they are to request clearance from Congregational Life Committee (send the request to Sharon)

· When a final selection is made, terms of the contract are agreed to, and the session concurs, the Contract is submitted to Calls/Contracts for approval (send to Sharon)

· The candidate is scheduled to meet with the Committee on Examinations (4th Saturday of each month)   

· After the successful examination, the interim pastor can start and the decision announced to the congregation
4.      What is the process for getting the contract approved to hire the Interim Pastor?
a.      Does the Presbytery approve?  Only by way of the COM report to the presbytery after the fact.
b.      Is this a function within COM?  COM will approve the terms of the contract.
