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The Session task force reviewed the campus facilities to develop an answer to the following:
Question 4) “Does the current physical campus serve that mission and ministry?  What modifications are required to be faithful to God’s calling in the life of the congregation?”
OVERVIEW
We examined the facilities associated with children and youth, fellowship, and administration.
We recognize the need for a modern upgrade to the campus facilities, and are aware of several plans that were developed in the past, however, the current financial situation does not allow for major building replacements.  Further, in our judgment the facilities are adequate for the current congregation size.
RECOMENDATIONS
The Task Force recommends that:
The Mission Teams using the facilities note and report on a regular basis to Campus Management any maintenance need (i.e., lights out, electrical outlets not safe or not working)
Campus Management should work with the appropriate Mission Teams to develop plans to upgrade the Education and Administration building over a five year period and as church finances are available.  The task force recommends that the goals of this plan be to consolidate all administration offices in one area, that all rooms be available for multiple uses, that the facilities be as welcoming as possible.  The plan should be ready when the new Pastor/Head of Staff is installed. 
Campus Management should consider a Habitat day for WPC using the talents of our Habitat volunteers to accomplish both small and large projects around the campus.
