Request(s) for Session Action:  
A.  Request Session approval for the Sr. High Youth to hold a car wash fundraiser at the Church on Saturday, October 13th, including the pre-sale of tickets prior to the car wash, to support the Sr. High trip(s) in 2008.  

B.  Request Session approval of Andy Posluszny, to serve as an adult leader in Sr. High Connections (Wednesday gathering), pending successful completion of a background check.

1. The meeting was opened with concerns for Lynn Godwin, who serves as Jr. High PYC Lead, and the hopes for his recovery.
2.  The elders briefly reviewed the schedule of activities for both youth groups, as well as potential events that are being considered.  The elders also reviewed the current youth program offerings and the adult leadership support, noting potential needs, concerns, and opportunities for additional involvement.
Action:  Request Session approval for car wash fundraiser by the Sr. High youth on Saturday, October 13th at the Church.

Action:  (Post-meeting) Request background check of Andy Posluszny and then Session approval of him as an adult leader in Sr. High Connections.

3. The elders discussed the implementation of a Youth band at the Church, a desire identified by the youth at the Sr. High Summer Planning Retreat.  All committee members (present and excused) have voiced strong support for this idea, and the development of a plan was discussed and is in work.  Elements that are being defined include purpose, leadership, and membership.  The draft plan, when complete, will be coordinated as required and presented.  The committee is hopeful of initiating this ministry effort this fall.
4. The elders reviewed the plans for the Youth rooms in the Education Building, the progress made on the Jr. High and Sr. High rooms and the work remaining, and floor space alternatives for future program initiatives.  They also discussed the current attendance levels for the two groups and possible options should growth in the groups continue.
5. The elders discussed the Session realignment proposal submitted by the Pastor and a possible modification that would retain the continuity of two elders serving in each ministry/service area and increase the efficiency expected from a reduction in the number of elders.
6. With the impacts to attendance at the meeting, discussion of the planning and presentation of training for youth leaders was deferred to the October meeting.

7. The next meeting is tentatively set for October 18th.  Nina will provide the word/share/prayer.
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
