CARE MINISTRY COMMITTEE REPORT

The Care Ministry of Webster Presbyterian Church consists of the Deacons, Prayer Chain, and Stephen Ministry.  Currently, there is no elder assigned to this Ministry, and it is being staffed and administered by Pastor Helen DeLeon.

Deacon Board
Tony Le Cara serves as Moderator of the Deacon Board.  He reports that the CPR/AED class scheduled for Sunday, September 30, is full with 20 participants.  A waiting list has been started.  This, hopefully, is a first step toward a Health Ministry at Webster Presbyterian Church.

The Deacon Board’s Nominating Committee has developed a slate of candidates for officers for 2008, and the election will be held at the Board’s October meeting.

The Deacons continue to minister to WPC’s members and community.

Stephen Ministry
Connie Carden serves as Stephen Ministry Leader.  Thus far, three people have been recruited for Stephen Ministry training to begin in February 2008.  A fourth recruit is considering joining the class.  We continue to explore opportunities to partner with Clear Lake Presbyterian Church for training and/or supervision once we have trained ministers.

Prayer Chain
Alberta Rohlfing has served as Leader of the Prayer Chain Leadership Team for 2007.  She will roll off the Leadership Team at the end of 2007; Mary Goeckler will be Team Leader for 2008.  Jeanne Camp, whose term on the Leadership Team ends in 2009, will be Team Leader in 2009.  The Leadership Team met on Wednesday, September 19, and developed plans for the 2008 Prayer Chain.  Several names were placed into nomination for the 2008-10 term that will be open at the end of the year, and each of the current Leadership Team members will talk with the nominees, to fill the position.

Member Care
Helen and Mark continue to provide pastoral care via hospital visits and pastoral counseling.   Helen is developing a list of referrals to provide for those who need ongoing or more professional care.

Helen continues to work on developing a Health Ministry at Webster Presbyterian Church.  The Deacon Board is assisting with this effort, and its offering of the CPR/AED class on September 30 is a first step in that direction.
