Items for Discussion and Status Update:
- Gifts of Joy – Report by Kaylin Dupree. 172 children served in 2009 with 101 at McWhirter Elementary and 70 at Brookside Intermediate.  Gift opportunities were “sold out” in two Sundays and all gifts completed. Making contact with Directors of Community in Schools for guidance on gift types such as toys and clothes by age.  Paula Bray is lead for Intermediate and Kaylin is lead for Elementary.  Contacts to occur in October, 11/7 and 14 will have notes in Bulletin, item in November Newsletter and a Minute for Mission on 11/14. Gifts deadline is 12/5 and delivery is 12/9-10.  Kids are out of school 12/17. Will need approval by Worship for a Signup Table.  Plan a January newsletter item to followup. History of children served is 75 in 2005 to 179 in 2009. Mission voted and approved a  target of 200 for 2010.
