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The Care Ministry of WPC consists of the following:  Board of Deacons, Circle of Prayers, Stephen Ministry and the Sr. Ministry Team.

BOARD OF DEACONS:
The regular meeting was held on Thursday, September 2nd.  Michael Cooper provided training to the Deacons on utilizing the AED units, of which WPC now has three.  She demonstrated how to check for breathing and pulse on both adults and children.  After a detailed explanation of the unit, she reminded responders to assign someone to call 911 immediately. Kim reminded the Board about the present immediacy of hurricane season and that each deacon must have emergency contact sheet on each of their zone members.  Deacons were also asked to take their zone information with them in the case of an evacuation.
As always, Board members shared information about zone members in immediate need with health issues, meal needs, as well as the update on elder transportation needs particularly to church services and events, as lead by Deacon Joe Schwarz.

CARE TEAM MEETING:

On Tuesday, September 14th, the Care Ministry met with the following leaders in attendance:  Connie Carden, Michael Cooper, Jackie Hart and Pastor Helen DeLeon.  Excused:  Kim Harano.  In addition to the review of budget needs, the following reports were made:
The Stephen Ministry, lead by Connie Carden, has four active members.  They continue to seek more access and growth in the church, as in greeting on 5th Sundays, nametags and more exposure overall.  It is hopeful their ministry may also be expanded through the new Sr. Ministry Team’s outreach.

Circle of Prayers leader Jackie Hart is hoping to schedule a prayer retreat in the future.  This ministry is reaching out to many in our midst through emails from the church office.
Michael Cooper, Sr. Ministry Team Chair reported that the Parking Assist program is in full swing, usually assisting 4-6 seniors on Sunday mornings.  The new Buddy System (calling our seniors daily who are homebound) is set to begin soon.

The kick-off fall luncheon on Tuesday, September 21st featured guest speaker and author from Northwoods Presbyterian Church, Mr. John Leslie.  It was most successful and well-attended.  The two other fall luncheons are set for this year, each on the third Tuesday of the month.  Elder  Care Attorney Kimberly Hegwood is scheduled for a presentation on October 19th.  First-time senior author Mary Sue Anton, a long-time resident of our area, will share her program on November 16th.  The team is excited about their many plans for the future and the enthusiasm of our seniors for this time of fellowship, as well as education on issues especially pertinent to their needs.
