· The Session voted to approve to change the 2015 budget by adding $1255 to the Youth Ministry budget (Account Number(s) TBD) and subtracting the same amount from the Capital Improvement Reserve (6295).
· The Session voted to approve to change the 2015 budget by adding $550 to the Bookkeeper’s Annual Cash Salary (6041) and subtracting the same amount from the Capital Improvement Reserve (6295).

· The Session voted to approve to change the 2015 budget by adding $458.26 to the Associate Pastor’s Annual Cash Salary (5946) and subtracting the same amount from the Capital Improvement Reserve (6295).
· Worship Committee
· The Session voted to approve that WPC have a “Home for the Holidays” campaign during Advent 2015 (Nov 29th through Dec 27th). The 11:15 sanctuary service will inspire family participation through caroling, decorating, storytelling, candle-lighting.  The 9:00 service will be held in the parlor throughout advent with an emphasis on prayer, study, and contemplation.
· The Session voted to approve that there be a single service on Christmas Eve at 6:00 pm.

· The Session voted to approve the Sexual Misconduct Policy as found on the session files.  The policy has been updated and explained in greater detail.
· The Session voted to approve that we support Glenn Foster with additional professional development in January of 2015.   This would allow Glenn to attend the Calvin Institute of Christian Worship in Grand Rapids, MI from Jan 28 to Jan 31, 2016. This will increase the 2015 budget by roughly $1500 due to conference fees paid in advance.
