Pastor Keith led a Devotional based on Galatians 4:19 and also mentioned the Jesuit “Sacred Space” online devotionals.

The Session voted to approve the agenda.

The Session approved a motion to recommend to the Presbytery’s Committee on Preparation for Ministry (CPM) that Jessie Kuehner be considered for the Inquirer process.

The Session approved a motion to form an Inquirer Support Team, the members of which will be coordinated by Pastor Keith Uffman, for the duration of Jessie Kuehner’s Inquirer period once accepted by Presbytery’s CPM.
The Session received a staff report from Julie Stonebarger:
· Julie covered the new Sunday School program for children, entitled “How Great Thou Arts,” and what it will entail.
· In an attempt to be better stewards of our limited childcare staff funds, Julie is requesting requirements from parents as to childcare needs rather than providing childcare whenever adults congregate.

· Julie gave updates on the planned kick off of “Pray Grounds” on September 11.  The Session approved a motion to initiate the Pray Grounds concept during worship services in the front of the sanctuary for the period of September through December 2016.  At the end of that period, the congregation will be asked to provide feedback on the program and Julie and the Family Ministry committee will come up with a plan for going forward.
