REPORTS OF COMMITTEE

Rev. Cooper:

· Mark reported that the Session was very supportive of the Technology Change Proposal at its June meeting.  Mark proposed, and the Committee agreed, that use of the new technology be initially explored during the 8:30 service and then also utilized at the 11:00 service, as it became better understood.  It was discussed and agreed that the Audio/Visual Team would gather additional information and Mark would present the Technological Change proposal to the congregation in an effort to determine the availability of funding.

· Mark discussed the use of a Christ Candle and the communion table.  It was decided that the Christ Candle would only be used during Advent.  

Chuck Moede:

· Chuck provided the following summary of new lighting from the Audio/Visual Team. An estimate was received from Weaver Electric for $2,896 for materials and labor to install 12 lights (3 groups of 4 lights each), run control cables from the lights to the sound room, add one new circuit for the new lights and install plywood above the ceiling for future access.  We will buy the lights to be installed and the control cables.  The A/V Team asked a number of clarifying questions about the estimate and is awaiting a response.   

As soon as the Team has an answer from Weaver Electric, they will be able to properly evaluate whether to proceed with them doing the work or consider looking at another contractor.

Joyce Sens:

· Joyce showed the committee the white paraments she made for the church.  She and Pat Koester are also in the process of making Advent paraments.  

· Joyce further reported that she and Frank are planning to donate a large Pulpit Bible, a large ceramic chalice, an artificial loaf of bread and a paten that matches the chalice.  The committee voiced their appreciation for Joyce and Frank’s generosity.  

· Joyce also reported that she was volunteering to create a small group that will take turns setting-up the chancel for Sunday morning.

· Susan reported that the Sanctuary Guild will meet from 9:00 until 1:00 this coming Saturday, July 15.  It was suggested that she ask Vicky to send an email reminder to the congregation.

Al Manson
