Minutes for October 23, 2006 Meeting

1.  The meeting began with Word, Share, Prayer by James using James 3:1-12 and a devotion from The Upper Room on taming the tongue, prayer requests, and an opening prayer by Chuck. 

2.  The agenda and minutes were reviewed and approved.
3.  When Mark was able to join the committee, there was discussion and sharing of thoughts on needs for youth leadership on the staff.  Each member of the committee shared their thoughts and inputs, and Mark shared his thoughts with the committee.  There was agreement to compile the inputs made and establish a consensus, then take those to Mark and others that would be appropriate (e.g., Personnel).  The committee and Mark agreed to set the November Session meeting as a target for presentation and to open discussion on the process.
Action:  Chuck will compile inputs and send out.

4.  On Advent decorating the committee and planning teams are standing by for details on the plan.  We are assuming the decorating will be after Church and that the youth will have choir that day (since singing on 12/3).  The suggestion was made to look at moving up the Youth Worship Service to avoid such a long day for the youth; maybe at 3:00 or so.

Action:  Chuck will talk with Glenn and the Worship & Music Committee about this. 
5.  Status from the Jr. High Youth Planning Team and the Sr. High Youth Planning Team was reviewed.  Coordination for the PYCC folks to meet up with the youth at the Veteran’s parade was worked.  Nina will reserve 25 tickets for A.D. Players on 12/2.  James will check with Nathan Grunden about putting together a poster on this event for us.  For Confirmation Class, the committee needs to look at setting a proposed examination date to take to Session, and Nina will send Mark the plan for Confirmation Class.
Action:  Nina will reserve A.D. Players tickets (25).

Action:  James will ask Nathan Grunden about poster for A.D. Players event.

Action:  Nina will send Mark the Confirmation Class plan.

Action:  Chuck will send the committee the updated Master Calendar.

6.  The status on volunteer background checks was deferred.
7.  To identifying the Conclave weekends for each of the Youth Groups, James will work getting the Sr. High preference and Nina will work getting the one for Jr. High.  The teams will also need to start thinking about candidates for sponsors.

Action:  Nina to identify Jr. High Conclave weekend preference

8.  James will e-mail the team his finished history and summary of Mission Trips, and the committee will then look at options for 2007 for both groups’ trips.  James did present some of the information he had compiled and noted that he had tentatively signed up for a mission trip to work in New Orleans the 2nd week in June.  This is with the same people/org that the adult groups have worked this past August and upcoming in March (James will be going on that trip).  The signup is to hold a slot and is not a binding commitment at this time.
Action:  James to send the committee the information he has collected on WPC Mission Trips.

9.  Discussion on recommendations for Youth Elder & Youth Deacon Mentoring Plans was deferred.
10.  No new committee business was identified.
11.  The actions (noted above) were reviewed by all.
12.  The next meeting was set for Thursday, November 16th at 7:00.
