Youth Ministry Committee

Minutes for August 17, 2006

1.  The committee shared prayer requests and Nina opened the meeting at 7:23 with prayer.

2.  The committee agreed the agenda was okie dokie.
3.  The Jr. High status information was reviewed.  Janet Davis has agreed to be leader for Wonderful Wednesdays, and the girls will be using Group Publishing’s scrapbooking-based study of the fruits of the Spirit.  Nina and Watson reported the Midnight Madness was great.  The Sr. High status information was reviewed.  Jeanne Camp and Joe Schwarz will be asked to lead Wednesday program using Talk Sheets curriculum (has been previously approved).
ACTION:  Session approval of Janet Davis and scrapbooking curriculum for Wednesday program.

Plans for a Human Sexuality class were discussed, with a Wednesday class or a Saturday retreat considered.  The potential loss of folks at either time was discussed.  Nina will look over Woody’s curriculum, and the committee will also look at information about an option identified by Nancy Spivey.
4.  The committee discussed Ryan’s status on study leave and future planning.
5.  Inputs for the 2007 Vision Budget, in response to Treasurer Pat Koester’s request, were discussed.  A need to increase the Bibles account line was identified, given the expected size of next year’s 6th Grade class and an estimated cost of $25/Bible (each incoming youth is presented a “NIV Teen Bible”).  The committee agreed the Curriculum request should be adjusted to more accurately match reality, and that the budgets for both youth trips should be returned to $1,000 each.  Chuck will apply these changes to the draft budget inputs and submit to Pat.
ACTION:  Chuck will submit 2007 draft budget inputs.
6.  Review of the Mission Trip “rotation” and future plans was deferred to the next meeting. 
7.  Nina reported on the Advent Planning Team.  The team set the following schedule:

Children do music in worship, Faith Choir cantata in evening at 6:30
12/10
Family Christmas party, 4-6:30, then Blue Christmas worship service at 7:00
12/17
Mark having Church-wide Open House at his home
12/24
Normal morning schedule, 8:30 and 11:0 worship services and 9:45 Sunday School

Christmas Eve worship services at 5:30 (family) and 11:00 (communion)
The Advent calendar for Youth is up to the committee and teams – anything in Sunday School, Wednesdays, etc.
Hanging of the Greens (HOG) will probably be 11/27; Mark would like to do it around a worship service that explains the purpose.  The Advent Planning Team is working decorations, and will be asking Joan McMillan and Carole Kloves to lay out plans for each area that can be used by people to put up the decorations.  A HOG coordinator would facilitate the work to be done by various groups.
The committee considered whether to schedule a Youth Worship Service in December, thinking it would be good to have one.  This will need further consideration and discussion with Glenn.

8.  The committee discussed the required subteams and needs of the two planning teams.  James suggested we figure out how to engage the newer adult members, perhaps talking to Helen (given her involvement with the new member team).  One idea was to let other teams know areas we are looking for and they can pass that information on to possible contacts.  Also, perhaps putting “help wanted” information for specific areas in the new member packets, though the committee agreed on the need to have some “assessment” of folks for youth leadership.  The committee agreed the Time and Talent sheets need to be updated to accurately reflect available options and needs.
ACTION:  James and Nina will identify areas for “help wanted”.
ACTION:  Watson and Chuck will work to update Time and Talent sheets.
9.  The committee discussed the need to pick up a sofa and loveseat offered by the Ota’s for use by the youth, and agreed to check on working this before PYC this coming Sunday, 8/20.  James, Watson, and Chuck will work this, and James will check with Joe Schwarz about helping with use of his truck.

The committee noted a planning date of 10/21 for a combined youth trip to the Renaissance Festival will not work.  A 3rd Day concert at Toyota Center was mentioned as a possible option (this later proved to be cost prohibitive, as did the Renaissance Festival).
The committee agreed on “The Three Musketeers” for Movie Night on 9/3, to be shown in the Meeting Room.

10.  The assigned actions, and those for Session, were reviewed.

11.  The next meeting was set for Thursday, 9/21 at 7:00 p.m.
