MOTION

The Youth Ministry Team moves that Jonathan Snowden be nominated by Webster Presbyterian Church as a potential Young Adult Advisory Delegate (YAAD) to represent the Presbytery of New Covenant at the 2016 General Assembly meeting.


 RATIONALE

· The Presbytery of New Covenant is currently taking nominations for the Young Adult Advisory Delegate to the 2016 General Assembly Meeting.  The General Assembly Meeting will be held June 18 – 25, 2016 in Portland, OR. 

· The Presbytery’s nominating committee will select one delegate and one alternate to represent New Covenant at the meeting. 

· In addition to attending the General Assembly (GA), the delegate would subsequently be part of the briefing on GA events for our Presbytery in July or August of 2016. 

· The person nominated must be between the ages of 17 to 23 years at the time of the Assembly. 

· If Jonathan is approved by Session, his name will be sent to the Presbytery's nominating committee and there will be an interview process before the final decision is made regarding the choice of one delegate and one alternate to represent New Covenant.


IMPACT ON BUDGET

None, if chosen as delegate.

Should Jonathan be chosen as delegate, his expenses would be paid for by the General Assembly.
